Morning tea and morning tea clean up
Serve tea, coffee and the morning tea provided by the rostered group. After morning tea clear cups, spoons rubbish etc, wash up anything, and wipe all benches. Put cups and spoons out ready for 6pm church, leave tea towels to dry ready for night church. Please tell Bronwyn Herd if there are any supplies running low.

Supper and supper clean up
Serve tea, coffee and the supper provided by the group rostered on. After supper clear cups, spoons rubbish etc, empty rubbish bins, wash up anything, and wipe all benches.  Make sure kitchen is clean and tidy with all mugs, glasses and supplies packed away into the cupboard. Put any knives in blue Sunday box. Please contact Bronwyn Herd in the office if there are any supplies running low.

Bible reading

Reading God’s word is a very important part of our meetings so…preparation is essential. Someone from the office will get in touch you with the passage, but the bible study is usually a good indicator. Read through the passage a few times.  Try to understand it - this will help you to read it clearly.  Ask someone how to pronounce any difficult words. Pay attention to any punctuation (commas, full stops, speech marks, etc). Practice (aloud!). Pray, asking God to help you to make his Word clear in the reading. On Sunday, be ready at the microphone by the end of the previous item - as you will announce the reading yourself - announce the reading & page no. of the passage in the church bibles and allow people time to find the passage. Repeat the reference, read the passage, then sit down (there is no need to add any comment after the reading - let the last word be the Bible itself). Don’t mumble - we want to hear you speak God’s Word for us. Go slow – it gives the brain time to compute and lessens the likelihood of mistakes. If you do stumble - don’t apologise - just keep going. Speak clearly into the microphone - people want to hear you.  Be natural - use your normal voice (special Bible reading voices are just distracting). 

Prayer

Preparation is essential. Prayers spoken in church need more structure than your private prayers because you are not just praying for us, you are leading us in talking to God. A clear structure is essential. Try writing out your prayers but try to write it the way you speak - in everyday language, not using Christian jargon. The prayer points will be emailed to you ahead of Sunday, use these as a guide, but put them into your own words. Practice aloud. On Sunday, be ready at the microphone by the end of the previous item.  If you’re in doubt, check the program on the front of the service sheet. Give a brief word of introduction - pointing out the main prayer points are listed on the service sheet - which can be helpful for prayer during the week.  Aim to not go over three minutes in your prayer. Say “we” rather than “I” - you’re leading our prayer.

Kids talk
The kids talk (& song) is an essential part of our Sunday morning services because it gives us a chance to involve whole families in what happens “in church”. A good kids talk requires a lot of thought and preparation & Pete will be in touch early in the week to communicate all the necessary information and to help you prepare well. Any final rehearsal should take place at 9:00am on Sunday morning and include a 9:15am sound check for anyone using a microphone.

Crèche helper

Please arrive at crèche early to meet with the other crèche team. After the kids song, head to the crèche room. It is important that the helpers are there when the parents and kids are arriving. If you have any concerns or questions about helping at crèche, please contact Lyn on 0428 884 323.
Park Ave grounds

You will need to provide your own mower, whipper snipper and other tools. Grounds includes mowing, whipper snipping, cob webbing, raking leaves, weeding, general clean up of external premises, collecting rubbish and sweeping pavers.  NB: see “bins” below.

Cleaning

Call the person you’re rostered on with to arrange a time to clean after office hours. Make sure you collect a key from the office sometime during the week before.
Hall: sweep and mop hall foyer and kitchen. Empty bin, wipe clean and replace liner.
Office: vacuum all carpet, sweep and mop kitchen and bathroom floor, empty kitchen bin, wipe clean and replace liner, empty bins in offices (including recycled paper bins – but please return the cardboard boxes for reuse).
If any supplies (toilet paper, soap, paper-towel, cleaning liquids, bin liners etc) are running low please let Bronwyn know.


Wheelie bins: please read the signs on the bins!!
RED BIN: general waste ONLY in RED bins (no recyclables or organics); GREEN BIN: food waste and garden clippings ONLY in GREEN bin.
YELLOW RECYCLING BIN: paper & cardboard, aluminium & steel cans, milk plastic containers (no plastic bags), glass bottles and jars ONLY in YELLOW bin.
